A communion assistant will place the bread in
your hands. Then take an empty cup to be filled with wine or grape juice. If you would like the assistant to
hold the cup for you while filling it, just point to the empty cups rather than taking one. Wine is in the silver
chalices, and grape juice is in the tan chalices. As you return to your seat, place your empty cup in the silver
tray on the pedestal. Children are welcome at the Table to receive the Sacrament or a blessing, as parents
indicate. If your mobility is limited, notify us and assistants will bring the elements to you. Please note that
Christ is fully present in each element, so you can take only the bread if you wish.
